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Kohezivni elementi u decijim
autobiografskim narativima

U ovom radu ispitivano je prisustvo kohezivnih
elemenata u narativima dece uzrasta tri do Sest go-
dina, kao i razlike u raznovrsnosti kohezivnih ele-
menata u narativima dece uzrasta tri i Cetiri godine —
mladi uzrast, i narativima dece uzrasta pet i Sest go-
dina — stariji uzrast. Grada za analizu sakupljena je
intervjuisanjem dece u predSkolskim ustanovama u
Beceju 1 Omoljici, ¢ime je dobijeno 35 narativa koji
su potom transkribovani. Na osnovu opisa kategorija
kohezivnih elemenata datih u literaturi izdvojeni su
reprezentativni primeri za svaku. Kategorije su preu-
zete iz literature (Brown G., Yule G. 1983. Discourse
Analysis. Cambridge University Press) i prilagodene
srpskom jeziku. Uoceno je da se na oba uzrasta jav-
ljaju primeri za gotovo sve kategorije kohezivnih
elemenata, ali su uocene odredene razlike izmedu ova
dva uzrasta. Deca starijeg uzrasta upotrebila su veci
broj kohezivnih elemenata za izrazavanje vremena
odvijanja radnje, veci broj kohezivnih elemenata
kojima se sugeriSe veza razli¢itih pojmova (njihovi
medusobni odnosi: nadredenost i podredenost i
njihove sli¢nosti), kao i veci broj elemenata kojima
se prikazuje raznovrsnost vokabulara. MoZe se za-
kljuciti da deca uzrasta starijeg od tri godine upo-
trebljavaju kohezivne elemente koji su neophodni za
struktuiranje, povezivanje i celokupnost narativa, kao
i to da deca starijeg uzrasta upotrebljavaju razno-
vrsnije kohezivne elemente te njihov narativ postaje
jasniji 1 precizniji.
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Cohesive Elements in Children’s
Autobiographic Narratives

The purpose of this paper is to research the pres-
ence of cohesive elements in narratives of children
aged between three and six years, as well as the dif-
ferences in the number of varieties of cohesive ele-
ments in narratives of children aged between three
and four years — younger age, and narratives of chil-
dren between five and six years — older age. Material
for the analysis was collected by interviewing chil-
dren in pre-school institutions in Becej and Omoljica
which resulted in 35 narratives that were transcribed.
Based on the description of the categories of cohe-
sive elements given in the literature representative
examples were found for each of the categories.
These categories were adopted from the literature
(Brown G., Yule G. 1983. Discourse Analysis. Cam-
bridge University Press) and then adapted to the Ser-
bian language. It has been noticed that the examples
of almost all of the categories of cohesive elements
are present at both the younger and older age. Chil-
dren of older age used more different cohesive ele-
ments in expressing time sequences, more different
elements which suggest a relation between different
concepts (their mutual relations: dominance and sub-
ordination and their similarities), as well as more
different elements which illustrate the variety of vo-
cabulary. It can be concluded that children older than
three years use cohesive elements necessary for the
structuring and integrity of narratives, as well as that
children of older age use a larger variety of cohesive
elements, which makes their narratives clearer and
more accurate.
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
