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Ispitivanje povezanosti religioznosti
i dominantne vremenske perspektive
kod adolescenata

Ovo istra�ivanje imalo je za cilj da se ispita
povezanost religioznosti i dominantne vreme-
nske perspektive kod adolescenata. Ispitivanjem
je obuhvaæeno 203 ispitanika iz Kragujevca i Èa-
èka, oba pola, uzrasta od 16 do 20 godina. Upit-
nici korišæeni u ovom ispitivanju su Zimbardova
skala vremenske perspektive, Skala transceden-
talne buduænosti i Strejhornova skala religioz-
nosti. Ispitanici su na skali procene od 1 do 5
odgovarali u kolikoj meri se sla�u sa zadatim
tvrdnjama. Rezultati su pokazali da je najbolji
prediktor religioznosti dominantna vremenska
perspektiva transcedentalne buduænosti. Takoðe,
dobijeno je da su i dominantne vremenske per-
spektive buduænosti i fatalistièke sadašnjosti
dobri prediktori religioznosti, kao i da dominan-
tna vremenska perspektiva negativne prošlosti
negativno korelira sa religioznosti. Meðutim,
rezultatom koji nije bio u skladu sa našom tvrd-
njom, pokazano je da dominantna vremenska
perspektiva pozitivne prošlosti nije dobar pre-
diktor religioznosti.

Relationship Between Religiousness
and Dominant Time Perspective
Among Adolescents

The aim of this research was to examine the
correlation between religiousness and the domi-
nant time perspective in adolescents. The sample
included 203 respondents from Kragujevac and
Èaèak, both male and female, aged 16 to 20. The
questionnaires used in this study were Zimbardo
time perspective scale, transcedental-future time
perspective scale and Strayhorn religiosity scale.
The respondents were asked to indicate their de-
gree of agreement using a 5-point scale. The
results indicate that the best predictor of reli-
giousness is the dominant transcedental future
time perspective, which is consistent with our as-
sumption. Good predictors are also dominant fu-
ture time perspective and dominant present
fatalistic time perspective. The dominant past
negative time perspective is negatively corre-
lated with religiosity. However, the result that
was not in the line with our assumption shows
that the dominant past positive time perspective
is not a good predictor of religiousness.
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
